2. Before servicing or cleaning unit, switch power off at service
panel and lock service disconnecting means to prevent
power from being switched on accidentally. When the service
disconnecting means cannot be locked, securely fasten a
prominent warning device, such as a tag, to the service panel.

To reduce the risk of fire, use only metal ductwork.

8. Because of the high exhausting capacity of this unit, you
should make sure enough air is entering the house to replace
exhausted air by opening a window close to or in the kitchen.

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1. INSTALL DUCTWORK

AWARNING

When performing installation, servicing or cleaning the unit, it is recommended to wear safety glasses and gloves.

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3. PREPARE INSTALLATION

NOTE: Before proceeding to the installation, check the contents of the box. If items are missing or damaged, contact the retailer.

Make sure that the following items are included:

- Hood
- Micromesh filters (2 for model no. VJ51030SS and 3 for model no. VJ51036SS)
- Decorative flue assembly (lower and upper flues)
- Lower flue mounting bracket
- Upper flue mounting bracket
- Hood mounting bracket
- 6" Round adapter/damper
- Installation instructions
- Parts bag: 2 x no. 8 x 1%" mounting screws, 7 x no. 8 x 1%2" mounting screws, 8 x no. 8 x 7/16" mounting screws, 9 drywall anchors,
2 washers
NOTE: If need be, discard extra screws.

Parts sold separately:

- Ducts, elbows, wall and roof caps.
- Optional flue extension for 10-ft. ceilings model no. 20365.

NOTE: During installation, protect countertop and/or cooktop.

4. WIRING INSTALLATION

AWARNING

Electrical wiring must be done by qualified person(s) in accordance with all applicable codes and standards. This
range hood must be properly grounded. Turn off electrical power at service entrance before wiring.

GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS

This appliance must be grounded. In the event of an electrical short circuit, grounding reduces the risk of electric shock by providing an
escape wire for the electric current. This appliance is equipped with a cord having a grounding wire with a grounding plug. The plug must
be plugged into an outlet that is properly installed and grounded.

Set the electrical power supply within the space covered by the decorative flue.

AWARNING

Improper grounding can result in a risk of electric shock. Consult a qualified electrician if the grounding instructions
are not completely understood, or if doubt exists as to whether the appliance is properly grounded. Do not use an
extension cord. If the power supply cord is too short, have a qualified electrician install an outlet near the appliance.

Position the outlet offset so that the power cord will not interfere with the round duct.
Place the outlet at a maximum distance of 337/16" from where the cord exits from
the hood (see illustration at right). Make sure this does not interfere with a mounting
bracket fastening area or with the decorative flue (where the flue touches the wall).

5. INSTALL HOOD MOUNTING BRACKET

7. REMOVE GREASE FILTERS

Lay the back side of the hood flat on a table. Use a piece of cardboard to
avoid damaging the table or the hood.

To remove the grease filters, press down the metal latch tab and tilt each
filter downward. Set filters aside.

Be careful when installing the decorative flue and hood, they may have sharp edges.

DO NOT REMOVE the protective plastic film covering the decorative flue (upper and lower) and the hood yet.

Install 6" round adapter/damper on top of the hood using 4 no. 8 x 7/16" mounting screws (Fig. 1).
Align the hood and center it above the hood mounting bracket. Gently lower the hood until it securely engages the bracket.

With the hood hanging in place, drill through both holes located in the inside lower back of hood (Fig. 2) using a 5/16" drill bit. Insert
the included drywall anchors into the drilled holes (one for each hole). Insert 2 no. 8 x 1%4" mounting screws in 2 washers (one per
washer), then insert into the drywall anchors. Verify that the hood is centered and leveled. Tighten all screws completely.

Remove protective plastic film covering the lower flue only.

If possible (when space is sufficent): Install the lower flue bracket to its flue using 2 no. 8 x 7/16" mounting screws, ensure that the slots
point up (Fig. 3).

Carefully place both flues into the recessed area of hood top.

NOTE: Slightly slide up the upper flue to avoid damaging it.

Slide a 6" steel round duct over the adapter/damper (Fig. 2). Use metal foil duct tape to seal the joint.

Plug hood power cord into the outlet.

Slide up the upper flue until it is aligned with its mounting bracket. The bracket must be inside the flue. Secure the upper flue to its
bracket using 2 no. 8 x 7/16" mounting screws (Fig. 4).

Remove protective plastic film covering the upper flue and the hood.

9. REINSTALL GREASE FILTERS

To reinstall the grease filters, align rear filter tabs with slots in the hood.
Press down the metal latch tab, push each filter into position and release.
Make sure filters are securely engaged after installation.

This range hood requires two UL approved halogen bulbs (Type JC, 12V,
20 W maximum, G-4 Base) (included).

To replace bulbs:
1. Turn the rim counterclockwise to disengage the light bulb cover.

‘Do not touch replacement bulb with bare hands! \

2. Replace with Type JC, 12V, 20 W maximum, G-4 Base halogen bulb.
3. Turn the rim clockwise to reinstall the light bulb cover.

Always turn your hood on before you begin cooking to establish an air flow in the kitchen. Let the blower run for a few minutes to clear the
air after you turn off the range. This will help keep the whole kitchen cleaner and brighter.

NOTE: When pressed, the chosen push button beeps and its indicator lights up blue.
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11. OPERATION (cont’n)

1. BLower ON/SPEED INCREASE PUSH BUTTON (DOUBLE FUNCTION PUSH BUTTON):
Press the Blower ON/Speed increase push button to activate the blower at low speed. Press twice for medium speed and once more
for high speed.

NOTE: When blower is turned on, 100% of power level is activated during 1 to 2 seconds acting as a “kick-start” It will then operate at
the desired setting.

2. BLower OFF/SPEED DECREASE PUSH BUTTON (DOUBLE FUNCTION PUSH BUTTON):
Press the Blower OFF/Speed decrease push button to lower the blower speed. If need be, press until the blower stops.

3. DELAY SETTING PUSH BUTTON:

To set delay, press the Delay setting push button when blower and/or lights are in use. Blower and/or lights will continue to operate for
10 minutes and then will stop automatically (the delay setting push button indicator will blink during the 10 minutes to indicate that the
delay has been activated). To cancel delay function, press the Delay setting push button again, the blower and/or lights will continue to
operate and won't stop until Blower OFF/Speed decrease push button and/or Lighting push button is pressed.

4. LIGHTING PUSH BUTTON:
Press the Lighting push button once to turn the lights on. Press once more to turn the lights off.

12. CARE

Grease Filters

Grease filters should be cleaned monthly. Remove grease filters by pressing down the metal latch tab. This will disengage the filter from the
hood. Tilt the filter downward and remove. Use a warm dishwashing detergent solution to clean the filters. Let them dry and reinstall them.

Clean all-metal filters using a non-phosphate detergent. Discoloration of the filters may occur if using phosphate detergent or as a result
of local water conditions — but this will not affect filters performance. This discoloration is not covered by the warranty.

Blower Cleaning

Remove filters in order to access the blower. Vacuum blower to clean. Do not immerse in water.
